From workshops to field trips to performance opportunities, the students in the dance, drama and theatre
classes have been actively engaged in authentic, arts based, critical thinking activities. Here are some
highlights of our semester:

Grade 9 Open Drama

This semester has been a high-energy, hands on learning experience. Students, many absolute beginners
to Drama, learned the fundamentals of performance and built the confidence that will carry on with them
for their high school careers. From frozen pictures, to improvised comedy, to in depth scene work, to a fi-
nal, full-blown student-created play, the students tackled and overcame creative challenges and learned to
collaborate effectively. A lot of laughs and a lot of creative learning has led to a truly wonderful semester

Grade 10 Open Drama

This semester the students of ADA20 part took in learning the basics of dramatic arts, where they learned
tableaux, movement techniques, and scripting. Throughout the semester, they demonstrated their learning
through presentations, script making, filming and editing. Their final project
consisted of the students displaying their knowledge and creativity of fables
through script creating, 3D mask making, and presenting their assigned
morals.

Theatre Arts Mackenzie

The theatre students have been busy working on a variety of theatrical ac-
tivities from playwriting to performance techniques throughout the semes-
ter. From Stanislavski to satire, the students combined critical thinking with
creativity by researching topics that mattered to themselves as artists and
devising a pieces of theatre that represents their research
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through choral reading, monologue, scene study and movement. We were fortunate to have workshops from
Ash Knight (director/playwright) and Krystal Meadows (actor) as well as participate in artist driven workshops
during our field trips to the Stratford Festival of Canada, to support our studio work.

The Theatre students had a variety of successful performance, including Arts Information Night, the Quest
Conference for Well-Being, and Future Is Now, Winter Showcase.

nity. Students were challenged with both practical and theoretical assignments and consistently went above
and beyond expectations.

In October, the students in all four grades represented the dance department during our annual ARTS Infor-
mation Night. In November, students went on a field trip to see critically acclaimed ProArteDanza’s perfor-
mance of Figaro 2.0 at the Fleck Dance Theatre in the Harbourfront Centre. The junior dancers were asked to
perform at the Quest International Educational Conference and presented a piece called We See You. This
piece explored breaking down the stigma of mental health and how we need to open the conversations about
how we are feeling so students don't need to wear a mask to school.
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We were fortunate to have many guest artists this semester. The junior dancer students participated in a
Kyle Kass hip hop storytelling workshop and Modern technique workshop lead by Megan Nadain. The senior
dance students also participated in a jazz dance workshop with Lindsay Fell and the Grade 11 dance class
also completed an African dance unit that culminated in a three-day workshop with African dance specialist
Sharon Harvey.

The AMHS Dance Council has also been working very hard and has contributed to the dance program in
many ways. This council has been a part of many school initiatives encouraging school spirit as well as giv-
ing back to the local community. The students have held weekly meetings and social gatherings to continue
and solidify the bond between the students within the program. The Dance Council’s mission is to increase
the presence of dance within the hall of AMHS and this was definitely the case when they choreographed
and presented a piece for the school’s Remembrance Day assembly. Dance Council members have contrib-
uted to AMHS’ Spirit Days such as the Halloween Festivities that included line dancing in the front foyer.
More significantly, the Dance Council continued the initiative and raised over $450.00 that will be donated to
Dancers for Cancer which is an organization that contributes to an Arts Therapy Room at Toronto’s Sick Kids
Hospital. When the dancers reached their fundraising goal, they choreographed a holiday dance for staff
members that was then performed at AMHS’ Winterfest Assembly. It was a performance many will soon not
forget!

Most recently, our graduating Grade 12 class just completed with a final culminating project known as The
Graduate Showcase 2019. The senior students were each responsible to choreograph a piece of modern
contemporary dance using student volunteers from the Grade 9, 10 and 11 classes. All of the students’ hard
work culminated in a truly successful evening at the Richmond Hill Centre for the Performing Arts. Congratu-
lations to the Grade 12 students on all of your hard work. Your choreography was absolutely beautiful and
was a true testament to all of the hard work that you have completed over the last few years. A special thank
you and congratulations goes out to all of the student performers who volunteered their time to make the per-
formance what it was. In addition, the Grade 10 choreographed pieces based on themes they were passion-
ate about and this was presented at a family show and share evening. What a beautiful night that was as the
students shared their love of dance with an audience.
