Graduation Ceremony - School Cash Online

2. You must have completed (40) hours of community service hours of volunteer work by May 2, 2025.
3. You must have passed the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test (OSSLT) requirement.

It is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to report any credits earned through night school, summer school, and/or
private school to the guidance office by May 2, 2025. Failure to meet all three criteria may result in

ineligibility to participate in this year’'s ceremony and could consider you for next year’s graduating class.

Ontario, L4K 4L8.

The graduation package, which includes a graduation gown, cap, stole, tassel, and two guest tickets, is
priced at $85.
