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To fully submit the application, the student must click the “Continue” button at the bottom of the payment screen.

The OUAC accepts VISA, MasterCard and American Express for application fee payments. The student should review his or her credit card number and expiry date carefully before submitting payment. Credit card receipts will be emailed immediately.

If the student chooses to pay using online banking, the OUAC will provide a bill payment account number once the completed application is submitted. The student will require this bill payment account number to submit their payment. The OUAC’s bill payment name is “Ontario Universities’ Application Centre” (or an abbreviated version of this name). Applications will not be processed or distributed until the application processing fee and any applicable additional fees are received. All payments must arrive within two weeks of submitting the application electronically. If payment arrives after the two-week grace period, the date on which the payment is received will be considered the date that the application was submitted.
