DEPARTMENT POLICIES

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES

To successfully achieve this credit, students must attend regularly, participate actively and co-operate in group activities. Students are expected to come to class prepared with a notebook, textbook and writing equipment.  It is expected that students will complete all homework and assignments.  If a student is absent, it is his/her responsibility to obtain missed homework and assignments. Teachers are available for extra help by appointment.  If the textbook is lost or misplaced, students will be expected to pay for its replacement.
EVALUATION POLICY

ALL students taking courses in the History and Contemporary Studies Department will be evaluated according to the guidelines noted in the Ministry of Education’s Program Planning and Assessment document.   The final grade represents the quality of a student’s overall achievement of course expectations.

Seventy percent of the grade will reflect the student’s most consistent level of achievement in the course, with special consideration given to most recent performance. Assignments not submitted by the deadline will be deemed incomplete. If an insufficient amount of term work has been completed by the end of the semester, zeros will be entered in place of the incomplete assignments.   

Thirty percent of the grade will be based on a final evaluation towards the end of the course.  Failure to complete any or all elements of the final evaluation will result in a mark of zero for these components.  This result is likely to have a significant adverse effect on a student’s final grade.  

LATE OR MISSED ASSIGNMENTS

Every effort should be made by students to submit an assignment by the due date assigned by the teacher.  If a student is going to be absent due to a school-related event (e.g. sports event) or pre-arranged appointment (e.g. a medical appointment) the teacher should be contacted in advance to make suitable arrangements with regards to the submission of the assignment.  IF ARRANGEMENTS HAVE NOT BEEN MADE, THE ASSIGNMENT MAY BE DEEMED LATE BY THE TEACHER.

If the student is absent because of illness or family emergency on the day an assignment is due, the student should speak to his/her teacher on the day he/she returns to school.  THE STUDENT MUST HAVE A VALID NOTE FROM HIS / HER PARENTS REGARDING THE ABSENCE.  If the student does not speak with the teacher promptly upon returning to school, THE ASSIGNMENT MAY BE DEEMED LATE BY THE TEACHER.

If the assignment is late, the teacher may choose not to accept the assignment.  If there are extenuating circumstances as to why an assignment is late, the student should speak to the teacher involved and provide supporting evidence.  Accepting assignments late is up to the individual teacher, in consultation with the department head.

TESTS

If a student is going to be absent due to a school-related event or pre-arranged appointment, IT IS THE STUDENT’S RESPONSIBILITY TO MAKE ALTERNATIVE ARRANGEMENTS WITH THE TEACHER TO WRITE THE TEST (IF POSSIBLE) AT A TIME CONVENIENT TO THE TEACHER.  A student who fails to do so may receive a mark of ZERO on the test.

If a student is absent due to illness or a family emergency on the day of a test, the student should speak to the teacher on the day he/she returns to school.  THE STUDENT MUST HAVE A VALID NOTE FROM HIS /HER PARENTS REGARDING THE ABSENCE.  If the student does not present a valid note promptly upon returning to school, the student may receive a mark of ZERO on the test.
