Bayview’s Pre-IB & Gifted Compulsory Courses

Students in Bayview’s Pre-IB must take 
the following courses:

1. English ENL1WZ
2. French FSF1DZ
3. Math MTH1WZ
4. Science SNC1WZ

Note: Students must be offered 
admission into the IB program to choose 
IB courses. The courses are in the IB 
Diploma folder in the Course Disciplines. 

Students in the Gifted Program must 
take the following courses:

1. English ENL1WG
2. French FSF1DG
3. Geography CGC1DG
4. Math MTH1WG
5. Science SNC1WG

Note: Students must be offered 
admission into the Gifted program to 
choose Gifted courses. AP is not 
offered at Bayview.



ESL students MUST pick TWO 
ESL courses or one ESL course 
and Grade 9 English. If picking 
two ESL courses, students 
must change the English tab 
to ESL. Please see next slide.

Step 1: Choose English 
as a Second Language

Step 2: Choose ESL course. Students 
choose 2 ESL courses; one per 
semester. If student is going into 
ESLEO1, then the second course is 
ENG1D1.

When you click on a course, the 
description pops up. Select the correct 
course - ADD COURSE.

You must pick THREE 
alternates. There is NO 
guarantee you will get 
your optional choices.



Parent/Guardian Approval
Once students submit their courses they are prompted with a Send Approval Email option. Once clicked, a parent or guardian’s 
email address can be added.

After entering an email address and clicking Send Approval Email, the parent/guardian receives a course selection approval 
request email, including:

● The student’s course requests
● Alternate course requests
● Issues with course submission, if any (e.g. missing prerequisite, etc.)



Parent/Guardian Approval

In the course selection approval request email, the 
parent/guardian has the option to Approve or Reject the 
student’s selections by clicking a button or link in the 
email. 

Students see a confirmation within their High School Plan 
indicating if their course selections have been approved or 
not by their parent/guardian.
