Playground Safety

This is a reminder for all students that concerns have been raised by community members about BOSS
student behaviour, especially in Wismer Park. We would like to remind all students that appropriate
behaviour and language is expected especially off property so that everyone can enjoy public spaces
and feel safe and welcomed.

Spare Periods

Arrivals and Departures

Parents/guardians who drive their children to school are reminded to follow the directional signs and use the
designated areas for drop off and pick up. Please do not park in the bus / emergency zones and remember that
there are no U-turns allowed in the front driveway.

Students who drive to school are reminded that use of the school parking lot is a privilege not a right. Students are
expected to drive in accordance with provincial laws. All students are reminded that extreme caution must be used
when driving in the school parking lot. Any student who drives carelessly or puts any student, staff member or
community member at risk will lose their privilege to use the school parking lot. Parents/Guardians will be contacted
and York Regional Police may also be nofified.

Students may park in designated areas only in the south parking lot at the back of the school. Parking is not
allowed in the Emergency Vehicles/Bus Route. To be eligible to use the lot, students must

e have a valid student card

e register their car at the office and obtain a parking permit. NOTE: Registration does not guarantee a

parking spot.

Students who fail to comply with the parking regulations may:

e be fowed atf a substantial cost to the owner

e face a“drop” fee (once caris hooked to be towed)

e Dbe ficketed (by the Town of Markham).
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
