This is a sample of questions and answers from previous sessions.

What information is
in Teach Assist?

Student Marks for tests and assignments are on
Teach Assist. The student’s list of courses for the
semester are also listed on Teach Assist.

Can parents access
the Google Class-
room?

Yes! Parents can email the teachers and ask to be
invited to the Google Classroom.

How can students
get extra help, other
than asking the
teacher?

There are many ways to get extra help. Forimme-
diate concerns, student can go to Guidance. They
can also register for Peer Tutoring, they can meet
with the Student Success Teacher or if they have
an IEP they can speak with their Special Education
Resource Teacher.

What does it mean
that Bur Oak is a 1:1
school?

This means that the expectation is that every stu-
dent will bring their own device to school to com-
plete their class work. Bur Oak has loaner laptops
that students can borrow for the year (like a text-
book) and return it at the end of the year.

What is EQAO for
Math?

The Ministry of Ontario requires that Grade 9 stu-
dents complete a standardized math text. This test
occurs at the end of the semester and makes up
5% of their overall mark. This test is in addition to
the final examination for their Math Course.

Do they have to
pass the EQAO
Math test to gradu-
ate?

No, the EQAO Math test is not a graduation re-
quirement.

Does my child have
to take Grade 12
math to graduate?

No, students only need 3 Math credits to graduate.

How can my son
register for Arabic if
it's not offered at this
school?

He can register through My Blueprint. Language
courses are offered through the Indigenous Lan-
guages and International Languages program.

How can my daugh-
ter try out for soc-
cer?

She should listen for the announcements in the
early spring. The coach will announce an infor-
mation session for soccer try-outs. She can also
check the bulletin board beside the Phys Ed office
for information.

At Bur Oak S.S., we have our 3 R’s - Respect, Responsibility, Relationships (see
below) to maintain the positive, welcoming, respectful and inclusive learning environ-
ment at our school!

As Bulldogs, we:

Are respectful, take responsibility and leave things better than we found it, and build positive
and healthy relationships.

Stand quietly during the playing of the National Anthem. If we arrive late to school, we stand
quietly during the National Anthem and walk quietly to period 1 class during the morning
announcements.

Eat lunch in the cafeteria or in the first floor atrium during our lunch period 2, 3, or 4. We pick
up after ourselves.

Do not eat nor sit in the first floor hallways and we do not eat nor sit in the second floor
hallways. We are not in the stairwells and we do not wander the hallways. We are respectful
for classes in session.

Ask our teacher for permission to leave the classroom to use the washroom or get a drink of

water. We sign out to leave the classroom and sign in when we return to the classroom.
