Tip #2: Be an Active Learner



Think

• Role model curiosity and learning
• Your child is developing an adult brain –you no longer 

need to know the answers to all their questions, but 
you can encourage them to ask questions and try to 
find the answers together

• Build background knowledge of the world by sharing 
your knowledge, watching the news, or talking about 
current events

• Ask your child to explain what they learned in class
• Share connections, ideas, or questions that you think 

of as you are listening
• Talk about the ideas or concepts they are learning 

about

Tip #  4:  Manage Your Time



• Attendance and punctuality - be at school for 8 a.m.

• Make daily to-do lists
– Put the most important things at the top
– Helps the student to focus and prioritize
– Create a schedule together

• Routines can help with organization and getting things done
– Evening routine could start with homework
– Schedule in 10-15 minute breaks
– Have a bedtime routine that relaxes the mind

• Identify distracters and avoid them
