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Obtaining a Police Vulnerable Sector Check (PVSC) 

 

 

New Volunteers or Volunteers who do not have a York Region Vulnerable Sector Check (current 
within 6 months) on file at Castlemore P.S. must obtain one. 
 
 
To obtain a York Region Police Vulnerable Screening Check (PVSC), you must: 
 

 be a permanent resident of York Region and supply two pieces of government-issued identification, 
which must confirm your name, date of birth and address, and one piece of government identification 
that includes a photo. 

 obtain a Letter of Introduction from the School Office 

 fill out Unit 1 of Form YRP149 – Application for Police Vulnerable Sector Check 

 go to the YRPD Customer Resource Centre shown below: 

 The cost is $30.00 for the PVSC but moving forward you will be able to sign an Annual Declaration after 
obtaining the initial PVSC; provided there is no lapse in your Volunteer Time within our School.

Representative will begin to complete the request.  You will receive an email when the check is completed.  You 
must personally pick up your PVSC and will be required to show identification and proof of residency to obtain 
your PVSC. 
 
You should then submit your PVSC, your Volunteer Preference/Interest Form and the Confidentiality Form to 
the School Office.  If you will be driving students to/from Athletic Activities, etc. you will also submit a Trip 
Driver Authorization Form.
