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Online learning graduation requirement

Beginning with students that entered Grade 9 in the 2020-21 school year, students
must must be successful in at least two online learning credits to earn their Ontario
Secondary School Diploma.

The online learning graduation requirement also applies to adult learners that will be
entering the Ontario secondary school system starting in 2023-24 school year.

Opting Out

Parents/Guardian who wish to opt out or exempt their child from the online graduation
requirement must complete the opt-out form available from YRDSB. Exemption from

the online learning graduation requirements may be requested by:

e the parent or guardian of the secondary student
e students who are 18 years of age or older
e students who are 16 or 17 years of age and have withdrawn from parental control
