First Day Entry

We will be welcoming all students back to Legacy on the back tarmac starting at 8:45 on Tuesday morning.
There have been no changes to classes since they visited their new classrooms in June. Students are expected
to find their teacher and wait to enter the school with their class.

New students to Legacy are asked to report to the office any time after 8:35 where they will be escorted out
to the back tarmac to be introduced to their homeroom teacher.

While we welcome parents and volunteers to our school, for the safety of all of our students and to help us
with organization, we ask that parents do not enter the school with their child. If your child needs individual
assistance to enter the school please ask a staff member to help.

Dismissal
One HUGE way that you can help us ensure that all of our students get home from school the first day is to
have students follow their regular routine (the one they will follow for the rest of the year) and let us know
what that routine is before dismissal time.

Please see the attached form and either print off, fill in and send with your child the first
day or send a note with your child explaining where they are being dismissed to.

If your child is going home on a bus, please visit www.schoolbuscity.com to ensure the
correct number is recorded on the form.

It is recommended that parents of students in Junior kindergarten to grade 1 consider
waiting until the second day of school to send your child on the bus. This enables you to
have the bus sticker filled out and bus buddies in place for the second day of school.

Kiss and Ride and the Parking Lot

The parking lot will be closed the first day of school to all traffic other than staff. The Kiss and Ride will be up
and running on Wednesday morning. Families who applied for the Kiss and Ride pass last year will receive a
replacement on the first day of school. If you have not applied and plan to drop your child off using our
parking lot, please fill in the attached form and we will send home a pass!!

However, it is important that everyone know how it operates and follows
the rules. It will run from 8:40 a.m. to 9:00 a.m. All drivers must cooperate to ensure the safety of
everyone.

Please observe the following rules when loading and unloading children:
1. Obey the road rules, crosswalks, and speed limits.
2. Have your child(ren) enter and exit the vehicle from the curb side of the loop (Right side of
vehicle only).
The Kiss & Ride area is one way only.
4. Your child(ren) should have their backpack on their lap to enable them to exit the vehicle
quickly.
5. Never leave your car parked or unattended.
