PREVENTING COVID-19 EXPOSURES IN THE SCHOOLS

Preventing COVID-19 exposures in the school setting includes making sure people who may pose
a risk do not enter a school. Use this resource to decide who should and should not be in a school.
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CLOSE CONTACT: People who were within 2-meters of an individual for more than 10 minutes, who provide care to them or live in
the same household, people they have had close physical contact with, such as shaking hands or who they have accidentally
coughed, sneezed or spit on while talking to.

SYMPTOMS HAVE IMPROVED: The individuals symptoms are improved, however mild symptoms (e.g., cough and runny nose) are
known to persist. Individual must be free of fever for at least 24 hrs and not experiencing any new or worsening symptoms.
