5.  Random bag/suitcase check by teacher chaperones, if needed. 

6.  If a student is sick, a teacher chaperone will stay back with the student.

1.  Meal portions in Europe are small and vegetarian options are limited.

2.  Bring snacks in your backpack for the day / evening.  ONLY EF BACKPACKS 
are permitted on the trip.  On average, you will need between 20-30 euros a day.

3.  Keep your luggage small!  You will be taking it with you from city to city and 
European elevators are small.  Our buses will also be filled to capacity. 

Carry on is your EF tour bag only!

--Your Canadian passport should expire after September 
18th 2019
-Canada Customs requires that passports be valid for 6 
months after travel   
-Passports are considered invalid if they expire before 
September 18, 2019; you will need to get a new passport, 
now!



PASSPORTS AND BOARDING PASSES

-You will need to show your passport to obtain a boarding 
pass and go through airport security and custom agents
-It is very important that you keep your passport and 
boarding pass safely in your possession while waiting in
-If you lose your passport at the airport you will not be able 
to leave the country
-Once you have completed the boarding process you need 
to give your passports to your Chaperone leader
