Did you know that on average, school-age children using disposable
lunches generate approximately 67 pounds of waste, per student, every
school year? That’s almost 20,000 pounds of lunch waste for just one
average-size elementary school.

Given that April is Earth Month, Michaélle Jean is happy to announce that
we will be participating in a litterless lunch challenge beginning April 2014!
In order for us to meet this challenge it is imperative that we have our
school community support.

What is a litterless lunch?

= A litterless lunch is packed with little or no garbage

= Litterless lunch means reusing. You can reuse the same
bags, containers and utensils.

= A litterless lunch also means that students will need to
bring their entire lunch garbage home.
