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Students ~

You and your parents/guardians have the ultimate responsibility for course selection. Guidance counsellors and subject
teachers are available to help you make the best possible choices when developing your educational plan. As you consider
your course selection for the 2025-2026 school year, it is important to keep how you learn in mind. Throughout your high
school journey, your interests, skills and aptitudes will develop and mature. When choosing your courses please consider
diploma requirements for graduation, post-secondary admission requirements, workplace and career goals.

Please choose your courses carefully. The school’s timetable is built around what you choose in February, and courses only
run if there is sufficient enrollment. It is not always possible to make changes to course selections in the future. You are
expected to take 4 credits per semester until you have achieved 24 credits. After this, you must take at least 3 credits per
semester. You must maintain full-time status in order to participate in extra-curricular activities, and qualify for many
scholarships.

Cooperative Education

» earn credits while gaining experience in the workplace in a half-day or full-day program
» desired placements will be indicated at a later time in the co-op application form

Dual Credit

» earn up to 4 college credits (and up to 4 equivalent high school credits) while completing
college courses at no cost. Typically courses run one afternoon a week at college

e-Learning
» on-line courses offered as part of a student’s regular day school timetable

English as a Second Language (ESL)

» classes available for students who are learning English

High Performance Athlete (HPA)

» students who are competing at the provincial, national or international level and training at
least 15 hours per week may earn cooperative education credits linked to their training

Ontario Youth Apprenticeship Program (OYAP)

» run through cooperative education, this allows high school students to be registered as

Apprenticeship Admission Requirements

There are over 150 different skilled trades in Ontario. By 2025, about 40% of all occupations will
be in the skilled trades! Some skilled trades require students to enroll in a college program.

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College Admission Requirements

Ontario colleges require students to graduate from high school and most require grade 12
English. Either grade 12 college (C) or university (U) English are acceptable. Additional
prerequisites in math and/or science are required for most engineering, science, health care,
business, computer and math related programs. Many colleges require students to complete a
standardized admissions test and use a combination of marks in prerequisite courses and the
results of the admissions testing to determine admissions. College degree programs require
students to have 6 grade 12 courses at the university (U) or university/college (M) courses.

University Admission Requirements

All Ontario universities require students to graduate from high school with 6 grade 12 university
(U) or university/college (M) courses with a minimum average of 70% (although many schools
require significantly higher admissions averages). Most programs require grade 12U English as
a prerequisite.  Additional prerequisites in math and/or science are required for most
engineering, science, health care, business, computer and math related programs. Specific
