e Just a friendly reminder to all parents/guardians to please remain in the main drop off/pick up area at the front
entrance when dropping off or picking up your child.

e Students driving to school must have a valid parking pass (see the Main Office) displayed on their front dash in their
vehicle. They are reminded to park in the last row of the parking lot near the fence. We appreciate your support!

e Graduating Students Applying to Post-Secondary Schools for Fall Admissions
o Thisis a reminder to our graduating students to carefully check all college and university deadlines
including: admissions and supplemental applications, scholarships, residence, response to offers, language
proficiency testing and payment of fees. Please be sure to check with your post-secondary school directly or
on their website to confirm all deadlines. If you have any questions, please visit the Guidance Office.

e Asof October 17,2018, it will be legal for individuals 19 and older to buy, use, possess and grow recreational
cannabis. It remains illegal for anyone under the age of 19. This is the same as the minimum age for the sale of
tobacco and alcohol in Ontario. Regardless of age, cannabis is not allowed on school property or at school-related
events at any time. It is illegal for anyone regardless of age to smoke or vape any substance, including cannabis:

at school, on school grounds, and all public areas within 20m of these grounds

on children’s playgrounds and public areas within 20m of playgrounds

in child care centres, or where an early years program is provided

in places where home child care is provided - even if children aren’t present*

*Please note that these are the provincial regulations and by-laws could be different at a municipal level There will be
consequences for students if they are believed to be in possession or under the influence of alcohol, illegal drugs or
cannabis. Suspension will be considered. There are exceptions if the medicinal use of cannabis is outlined in the
student’s Health Care Plan. If a student gives alcohol or cannabis to anyone under the age of 19, the school will
contact police, suspend the student and consider expulsion.

In YRDSB, we want families and students to be informed about the facts of cannabis legalization. To support this
learning, you may find the following resources helpful . You can also request a hard copy through the school office.

We will continue to provide students with information and support to make positive and healthy decisions. If you
have any questions, please do not hesitate to contact the school’s administration.

e Students are not permitted to vape (use e-cigarettes) on school property or within 20 metres of school property. See
below for an article to support you in speaking to your teen about vaping from Health Canada.

e Please remember that the parking lots are NOT to be used for picking up your children. There is a drop off zone at
the front of the school and there is presently parking along the road. We realize the parking situation remains a
challenge and appreciate your support in ensuring that the building and the parking lot is a safe place for our
students when the school day ends.

ABSENCE POLICY:

VALID ABSENCES include illness, bereavement or family emergency.

AUTHORIZED ABSENCES include dentist/doctor appointments, driver’s test, and court appearances.
EXCUSED ABSENCES refer to field trips and school sanctioned events. Students are still considered to
be at school.

EXTENDED ABSENCES of three days or more require the completion of a “Special Leave” form at least
one week in advance of the leave. This form may be obtained from the Main Office. A parent/guardian
signature is required. It is the student’s responsibility to catch up on all work missed. DO NOT plan
absences or family vacations during culminating and exam periods as the evaluations CANNOT be
rescheduled.

Absent for One or More Classes Phone with valid reason indicating the time of absence or send a note with the
student

You are encouraged to discuss incidents of bullying by other students with your family and a trusted
member of staff at the school. Completing a report online is not a substitute for having a discussion
with the teacher or Principal. Any incidents involving staff members should immediately be
communicated to the Principal or Superintendent of the school and are not to be reported online; any
staff reports submitted online will be deleted.

Richmond Hill H.S. Parking Lot Flow for Increased Safety

For the continued safety of our students we will be continuing with our altered vehicle flow on our parking lot and driveway
areas. Below is a diagram of the parking lot flow at Richmond Hill H.S. Signage is posted for the traffic flow.

The vehicle directional flow is:

e The south driveway off of Yorkland St. to the school is only for busses, trucks making deliveries, visitors who will
be parking their vehicle and coming into the school and staff and student parking. This area is not for student drop
off or pick up.

o The upper driveway at the front doors of the school is for busses only and those requiring handicap parking. This
area is not for student drop off or pick up.




The second south entrance off of Yorkland St. to the school is the entrance for student drop off and pick up loop.

The north driveway off of Yorkland St. to the school is an exit from the student drop off and pick up loop only.
Parking on the north side of the school is for staff only. This driveway is a fire route and vehicles are not to be parked
in the driveway.

We thank you for your cooperation in advance to follow our new vehicle traffic flow routes to make our school safe for all
students and visitors.
