SILVER PINES IS A NUT SAFE SCHOOL

We would like to remind you that Silver Pines Public School is a Nut Safe School.

Please note that students are not permitted to bring food that contains any nut
products. In addition, food items are never to be shared at school. Please check the
ingredients carefully before sending food to school.

Please remember that several of our children will experience anaphylactic shock if they are exposed to even a
tiny amount of peanut oil or peanut butter. In fact, some children will go into anaphylactic shock if they even
smell peanuts or peanut products. When this happens, the child must be immediately injected with an epi-pen
and then transported to the hospital for emergency treatment. If treatment is not given immediately, the results
can be fatal.

For this reason the school MUST be a PEANUT AND NUT-SAFE ZONE. What this means is that no peanut or
peanut products of any kind may be brought into the school. We are asking for your assistance in dealing with
these children's allergies. Talking about the situation with your children will also help, since the more
information they have, the better they will understand the reality of the risk to those children with peanut
allergies.
