Every year Silver Pines hosts the Scholastic Book Fair/Sale in our Library for students and 
families. Our Fall sale will be held from Monday, November 11 th to the morning of Friday 



November 15th. The library will be open for families to attend after school from 3:00 p.m. to 3:30 
p.m., the evening of Parent Interviews (Thursday Nov. 14th) until 8:00 p.m., and the morning of 
the Friday P.A. Day (Nov. 15). Students will have opportunities to attend with their class during 
the week. 
 
 
Silver Pines is a NUT SAFE School. 

 Please remember that several of our children will experience anaphylactic shock if they are 
exposed to even a tiny amount of peanut oil or peanut butter.  In fact, some children will go into 
anaphylactic shock if they even smell peanuts or peanut products.  When this happens, the 
child must be immediately injected with an epi-pen and then transported to the hospital for 
emergency treatment.  If treatment is not given immediately, the results can be fatal. 
  
For this reason the school MUST be a PEANUT AND NUT-SAFE ZONE.   What this means is 

that no peanut or peanut products of any kind may be brought into the school. We are asking for 
your assistance in dealing with these children's allergies.  Talking about the situation with your 
children will also help, since the more information they have, the better they will understand the 
reality of the risk to those children with peanut allergies.  
 
Lunch Drop-Off 

If you are dropping off lunch for your child, please do so before 12:20pm. You can leave the 
lunch on the table outside of the office with your child’s name on it. We have sticky notes and 
pens for you to use. Children should not be meeting their parents at the door or outside. We 
also encourage students to come to school with their lunch already packed. Food delivery 
services (e.g. UberEats, Skip the Dishes) will not be accepted. Students are reminded not 
to share food, utensils or drinks. 
 
We will make every effort not to interrupt instructional time. Please inform your child in the 
morning if you are dropping off lunch or other items. 
 
Reporting Attendance  

Parents/guardians are asked to inform your child’s school before 8:30am if your child is going to 
be absent or late to school. You can do so online by Edsby or calling 905-508-7303 option 1 
 
End of Day - Early Pick-Ups  
Though we encourage families to make appointments and other engagements outside of our 
school hours, we understand that sometimes this is not possible. To limit disruptions to end of 
day routines in classrooms, we ask that any early pick-ups be completed by 2:30pm. The last 
30min of the school day is a busy time for students and staff who are engaged in many end of 
day activities, and we would like to limit any additional disruptions to the learning of all of our 
students during this time. As always, please try to inform the office and your child’s teacher by 

email/Edsby ahead of time.
