Halloween is Coming!!!

As Halloween is approaching, we wanted to advise all families and all students celebrating this
occasion in costume at school that they must comply with our Board’s Safe School Policy.
Costume accessories including, but not limited to, toy guns, knives, axes, swords, etc. are in
non-compliance with York Region District School Board’s Safe Schools Policy. Please note that
the above policy applies to all students at all levels, including Kindergarten. As always,
Costumes must be respectful of others. Symbols or objects representative of a person’s
culture or religious beliefs should not be worn as a costume.

Please be aware that at Silver Pines

o No Halloween masks are to be worn and students should only use single use make-up
(no sharing of make-up).

o Costumes should be of simple design (to limit personal items being brought to school),
and treats cannot be shared.
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We trust that this reminder will assist in preventing problems and promoting student compliance
regarding this section of the Safe Schools Policy.

In addition, please note that while the celebration of “Halloween” is not part of Ontario
Curriculum, some classes may choose to weave Halloween celebrations and/or traditions as
part of the daily work and curriculum expectations for specific grades. Individual teachers may
send notes home to inform you of expectations and / or options for wearing a costume. Regular
instruction and programming will continue as we take extra care to be inclusive in our practice at
school and to ensure that everyone feels safe as per Board policy and protocol. If you have any
concerns / questions, please don’t hesitate to let your child’s teacher know.

Lunch Drop-Off

If you are dropping off lunch for your child, please do so before 12:20pm. You can leave the
lunch on the table outside of the office with your child’s name on it. We have sticky notes and
pens for you to use. Children should not be meeting their parents at the door or outside. We
also encourage students to come to school with their lunch already packed. Food delivery
services (e.g. UberEats, Skip the Dishes) will not be accepted. Students are reminded not
to share food, utensils or drinks.

End of Day - Early Pick-Ups

Though we encourage families to make appointments and other engagements outside of our
school hours, we understand that sometimes this is not possible. To limit disruptions to end of
day routines in classrooms, we ask that any early pick-ups be completed by 2:30pm. The last
30min of the school day is a busy time for students and staff who are engaged in many end of
day activities, and we would like to limit any additional disruptions to the learning of all of our
students during this time. As always, please try to inform the office and your child’s teacher by
email/Edsby ahead of time.

Lunch Time Agreement

Students who leave school property for lunch must have parent/guardian permission, otherwise
students must stay at school. The School Start-Up Permissions Form must be completed
for all students and returned to the school.

Students are expected to stay at school during the lunch time hour unless signed out by a
parent or given permission on the school start-up form. If you would like to arrange for your child

Students are not permitted to sign themselves out for lunch or for any other reason. Please note
that if you are dropping lunch off for your child, you can leave the lunch on the table outside of
the office with your child’s name on it.
