Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test (OSSLT) Update

e As per the Ministry of Education, students graduating in the 2021-22 school year are exempt from the literacy
graduation requirement
e Studentsin Grades 10 and 11 and non-graduating students, including those who are learning remotely, are
required to work towards the literacy graduation requirement, through participating in the OSSLT or the
Ontario Secondary School Literacy Course (OSSLC). At this time, the York Region District School Board has
decided that:
o only eligible Grade 11 and non graduating Grade 12s will write in the fall
o Grade 10 students will write in the spring
e Students will be supported in preparing through school- wide cross-curricular literacy activities
e Students and families can also access the EQAQ’s practice test here or the SDSS Literacy Help Website here

Student Medical and Mental Health Supports

The Mobile Youth Walk-In Clinic (MOBYSS) offers a safe space to talk to a medical or mental health professional in a
warm, welcoming, and friendly environment. The mobile walk-in clinic is staffed by a nurse practitioner, youth mental
health worker, and peer support specialist. Their services are 100% free and confidential with staff who are caring and
non-judgmental. A health card is not required and there are no referral requirements. Students can book an
appointment by emailing mobyss@cmha-yr.on.ca or by contacting MOBYSS at 289-879-2376.
