Full Disclosure

The Ministry of Education has legislated that students taking grade 11 and 12 courses are subject to a Full Disclosure
Policy. This policy states that all grade 11 and 12 courses attempted by students must be recorded on Ontario Student
Transcripts. This means that any course completed, dropped, failed, taken at day school, night school or summer school
will appear on a student’s transcript along with the marks earned in the program. This semester the Full Disclosure date
for courses completed at SDHS is November 23, 2017. This means that all courses must be dropped by the end of this
day so that they do not appear on transcripts.

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Message from Public Health
Flu season is nearly here. Be prepared by getting the flu shot as early as possible.

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How can the flu be avoided?

e Getthe flu shot!

e Wash your hands well and often with soap and warm water. If soap and water are unavailable, use an
alcohol-based hand sanitizer

e Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when you cough or sneeze and throw the tissue out immediately.
Wash your hands afterward. Cough into your upper sleeve if you don't have a tissue.

e Avoid touching your eyes, nose and mouth

e Avoid large crowds and stay home when you are sick
e Keep common surfaces and items clean and disinfected

YRDSB Scent Free Policy
The YRDSB has a scent-free policy and this policy includes SDHS. Many students do not realize that wearing fragrances to
school or applying them at school before class or after gym can cause another person exposed to have an allergic
reaction. This reaction can be as minor as watery eyes to full out anaphylaxis where their throat closes up and they stop
breathing. Some people can develop an allergic reaction which results in asthma and every exposure can make the
symptoms worse. The solution is simple.
