4. Add your child to your account by clicking “add a student” and register your child with their new 

teacher and grade for the current school year. ** Please ensure the correct teacher and grade are 
selected to prevent errors on delivery days. 

5. Click “Order Now” (beside your child’s name) to access the school’s ordering calendar. 
6. Proceed with ordering your child’s lunch by clicking on the blue box for each restaurant featured. 
7. All orders are submitted on the website and payment is processed on-line by Visa, MasterCard, 

Discover, Debit MasterCard or Visa Debit.  Visa and MasterCard prepaid cards are also accepted.

2. Lunchbox Orders is paperless and cashless.  Ordering online is fast and easy!
