Dear Families and Community Members,
It is hard to believe that we are entering the final two months of the current school year.

Mid-term reports were emailed to your child’s gapps account beginning on Thursday April 29" For our
Grade 12 students, marks were sent to OUAC/OCAS. Many students have received acceptances from Univer-
sity and College and we would like to congratulate all of them. A reminder to all graduates to read their ac-
ceptance letter closely as these are conditional acceptances. Universities and Colleges will receive the final
marks at the end of June. We encourage our students to keep working and maintain the marks they need for
their individual programs.

We would like to congratulate Grade 12 student, Eva Sosnina, for her outstanding achievements. She has
been selected to receive Canada’s largest STEM scholarship, the Schulich Leader Scholarship valued at
$100,000.

A reminder that while Thornlea remains closed to in-person learning, students will continue to engage in
online learning.

You can find this tab on both the YRDSB or Thornlea SS
webpage.

Login to your student Gapps account.

Note:

If a student does not complete or earn the summer school credit, the student may be placed on a
waitlist to take this course in second semester, provided that it is available.

There are two summer school options for YRDSB students this year.

Option 1:

Remote (Synchronous) — “live” teaching. Students follow a daily schedule with strict start and
end times. In this model, students can receive regular and instant feedback from the teacher.

Option 2:

Asynchronous — This is a self-directed learning model geared towards the independent learner.

Time management and task completion is regulated by the student as there is no fixed daily sched-
ule to attend classes. This model is more flexible and the teacher has designated office hours for
students to access feedback and support.

This verification is especially important if OUAC does
not have a valid email address on file, or you are not able to receive emails from OUAC/your
Universities because of a junk-mail setting with you inbox. If you see an error in your OUAC
file, it is very important that you contact your Guidance Counselor as soon as possible to
have it corrected.

OUAC — Ontario University Important Dates:

May 27, 2021

The latest date all high school applicants who submitted their application by the January ap-
plication deadline can expect a response from an Ontario university. This includes: an offer of
admission; a refusal; or a deferral, once additional information is received.

June 1, 2021

The earliest date an Ontario high school student may be required to respond to an Ontario
university offer of admission and give a financial commitment (e.g., registration deposit, resi-
dence deposit, etc.).

All other admissions-related elements, including scholarships, other forms of student assis-
tance or financial incentives, and offers of residence are considered part of the offer of admis-
sion. Therefore, a student may accept these other offers before June 1, 2021, but Ontario uni-
versities will not compel a student in any way to make a decision earlier than this date.

June 4, 2021

The date the Admission Information Service (AlS) opens. The AlS allows you to determine
which Ontario universities still have spots available in first-year undergraduate programs.

July 13, 2021

Target date for the OUAC to send all remaining final grades to the universities. The OUAC will
attempt to contact all schools that have not provided their grades.

OCAS — Ontario College Important Dates:

May 1, 2021: Deadline to Confirm Offers of Admission

Applicants must confirm their acceptance of an offer of admission by this date. Log in to your
ontariocolleges.ca account to confirm your offer.




Colleges may extend offers of admission after this date. Each college will set the deadline to
confirm offers made after May 1, and this deadline will be communicated to you with your
offer.

June 2021: Tuition Deposit Due at the Colleges

The colleges require payment of a tuition deposit in June to secure your spot in your program.
Each college sets its own tuition deposit amount and payment deadline. This information will
be communicated to you by the college.

Graduating students who plan to attend college or university in September 2021
should continue to check their OCAS and OUAC accounts and their email on a regular basis.

A reminder that all offers are CONDITIONAL upon the receipt of final grades — students
should continue to work hard to ensure the required final average.
