IMPORTANT INFORMATION REGARDING COURSE SELECTION

When your child submits their course selection they must include a parent 
email for parent approval. You will receive an email immediately following 
the submission that will ask you approve or reject your child’s course 
selection. This is an important final step. Without this final step, your 
child’s course selection is considered incomplete.
