Smoke Free School Environment

We want to remind students that the use of electronic products such as vaping, electronic % 5

cigarettes and cigars as well as cartridges of nicotine solutions and related products are NO SMOKING
not permitted on or within 20 metres of school property. This means 20 metres beyond NO VAPING
the school boundaries as opposed to simply off of school property. Health Canada reports
health risks associated with vaping particularly for young people.

This is in compliance with the Smoke-Free Ontario Act, which is enforced locally by York Region Community and
Health Services and the Tobacco and Smoke-Free Environment Policy and Procedure. A progressive form of
discipline, including suspension from school and fines (up to

$5,000), is in place for students who break the law.
