Each year, the Ministry of Education requires that all school boards complete an exit survey for grade 12 

students as part of the Student Success Strategy.  The survey questions provided by the Ministry are used 

to assess how well the Creating Pathways to Success policy and program is with helping students to devel-

op the knowledge and skills they need for effective education and career/life planning.  

 

During the week of May 13-17, Grade 12 students will be provided time during their period 3 class to com-

plete the survey.  Students who do not have a period 3 class can complete it during their lunch (using 

their own device or using a school computer), or at home.  Students will be able to access the survey via 

My Pathway Planner.

Students will be able to access the survey through ‘My Pathway Planner’ account by doing the following:

3.   Log into their account using their YRDSB credentials;  

4.   Click on the “Complete Survey” button in the blue banner on the homepage
