History

« Any aspect of Eelam History during the post-European colonial period. It could
be about the genocide and/or about the resistance to the genocide

« Arts and culture that developed during this period that reflects the impact of the
genocidal war and the resistance

Poster Guidelines:

= Opento ALL CANADIANS over 14 years old

o Poster size MUST NOT EXCEED 11" X 17

« Posters can be hand drawn, painted, or digitally designed as long as they are
original work

« Poster will be judged on the quality of the work, originality and creativity of the
depiction reflecting the theme

o« ONLY ONE ENTRY per person

» Poster may be used as Promotional Matenial or as part of a Virtual Exhibition

« Poster must be suitable for public display and not offensive or discriminatory
